	Increase awareness of and coordination among local recreation programs through completion, promotion and institutionalization of a catalog of recreation opportunities.
	Adam is our designer from Enigma and he is currently creating a template for the South Kern Recreation Catalog. Next month, we will be discussing if the catalog will be available in English, Spanish or both. Will the catalog be printed or available online? If so, where will the catalog be available online?  

	Increase long-term sustainability of recreation opportunities through identification of potential revenue or funding models for South Kern recreation.
	A group of experts from Founders for a New Generation, along with Dr. Clark, Bob Lerude and Annalisa Robles, are exploring the idea of having a bond on the 2016 ballot. Several questions need to be answered before going this route. Experts will conduct surveys, focus-groups, etc. to determine what will work best per each South Kern community. 

	Support residents, including youth, in partnering with local recreation systems and advocating for continued improvements to local parks through implementation of park master plans and/or skate parks in four local parks.
	Patty is waiting on Councilmember Jose Gurrola to discuss the meeting with Tony Hawk Foundation. Jason, from Bike Arvin, was able to arrange a meeting with Arvin Youth. We will be discussing weather they would like to take the lead on advocating for improvements to Smotherman Park in Arvin. 
Rexland Acres: youth have advocated for a soccer field. Two community meetings are set for January 21st and February 4th from  6 p.m. – 7 p.m. at Rexland Acres Park. The purpose of the meetings is to gather input from other residents and well as to answer questions they may have. Jose will create a flyer for the meetings and will be sent to Angel to post on the BHC website.  


	Continue to support residents and community partners in increasing awareness of and advocating for policies that make local parks safer and cleaner.
	Bear Mountain District Manager, Lorena Cervantes, indicated that if we want to amend the existing tobacco ordiance, we need to ask the Board.
